e Investment of our time in relationships
gives God the ground on which He can
use us.

e Well-maintained marriages are primary
and critical to survival as people in
“ministry as a lifestyle.”

¢ God has wired us to get the maximum
fulfillment in life from seeing him at
work around us.

e Servanthood is God’s carrier for
effective witness.

¢ No sincere effort to reach the lost for
God can be in vain or a failure in God’s
eyes.

e There is a battle raging around us
that we can either choose to ignore
or choose to enter into in the name of
Christ. The rewards and trials are great
if we choose to enter that arena. The
risks of standing on the sidelines are
often greater than we understand.
